serve the community.  

The Fairfield No Interest 
Loan Scheme NILS® is a 
program auspice by The 
Parks Community  
Network Inc. since 2003.  
The aim of the program is 
to provide people on a low 
income, those with a 
Health Care or Pensioner 
Concession card, 
flexible and affordable 
credit, a no interest loan in 
order to purchase essen-
tial household goods. 
Parks has a diverse 
scheme as it also provides 
special circumstances 
loans for people with a 

disability, victims of domes-
tic violence, loans for medi-
cal and dental expenses. 
Parks has been successful 
in acquiring funds of 
$37,397.50 through the De-
partment of Fair Trading 
for wages to run the 
scheme.  
On the 2nd of Septem-
ber we had the privilege 
of having the Minister 
for Fair Trading the Hon 
Linda Burney, Local 
State MP Ninos Kho-
shaba and Mayor Nick 
Lalich, coming to Parks 
to make the State an-

nouncement regarding the 
funds being rolled out. 
We are committed to 
growing and diversifying 
the scheme to assist more 
people in the community.
